  An esteemed panel of judges and the crowd will decide your fate - a fast team
might not be enough to win Rumble on the River!  Points will be awarded during
the parade for decorations and a wow-factor element for an accumulative score.

First and foremost, this is a family-friendly event. Themes and decor should reflect
that notion.

Teams are to provide their own vessels, safety equipment and materials
Light- hearted sabotage will be allowed amongst competitors during the relay
portion of the event. NO purposeful pushing the paddlers off of their watercraft or
tipping of the watercraft as injury may occur, but go ahead and splash/distract
your competitors. Purposeful damage to equipment and injury to another
competitor will be automatic disqualification and ban from future events. 
Life preservers must be worn by competitors while in the water.
No part of your decor or performance can intentionally produce debris that cannot
be cleaned up and/or would negatively affect the ecosystem of the river.
 All competitors will be required to sign participation waivers. Waivers will be
mailed out upon receipt of registration.
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 The winning team will be awarded:
 Grand Master Position (approx. spot 5) - of the WaterDays Parade on July 18  th

 6 entries into the WaterDays Street Dance on July 17  th
